(1) Southern Zone Point Score ( Cock’o The Walk)

The competition shall be conducted within South#&sne Waters for financial NSWGFA affiliated membefs
Southern Zone Clubs commencibgt June and concluding 31 Mayf each year as follows:

To be eligible fish must be captured, weighed ggé&al and released within Southern Zone Waters legtwe
6:00pm Friday and 12 midnight Sunday of seeond and fourth full weekends of each montlexcluding
February, where the first and third full weekenkallsapply. Fish that have been Captured or taggedreleased
can only be registered to one (1) club. SouthemeAWaters extend from due east of Stanwell Padkieoeast of
the Victorian boarder.

Gazetted NSW long weekends shall be consideredwerkends. Fishing commences at 6:00 pm on th@iiary
to the commencement of the long weekend and coesltiéd midnight on the last day of the long weekegrd,




Friday and or Monday. Also Southern Zone Tournashbetd by SZ clubs shall also be registered Zonekéfeds
for those registered and fishing these eveéltisre is a Calendar on the website for this Categgr

(2) IJBGEC Southern Zone Point Score

All rules as above, but are for our own internabti§ern Zone Waters” point score system for Indiaid and
Boats going towards JBGFC Internal Points and fiRe¢sentation Night Awards.

(3) JIBGEC Other Waters Point Score

This category is for all Game Fish Tagged or Cagaiuturing all other fishing times or locations attien those
covered in the Southern Zone category. This iISIB@FC Internal “Other Waters” point score. Thesm®owill
go towards Individual and Boats points for our efglear Presentation Night Awards.

(4) JBGEC Overall Category

This Category incorporates all fish Tag & Releasd Captured in “Southern Zone” and “Other Watersd
basically means that any eligible Game Species d&gg Captured anytime or anywhere will count, Ehesints
go towards our Internal “Overall Points” for Indilials and Boats for our end of Year PresentatighiNAwards.

In Short:

Obviously all the above categories are to be fiskeeger GFAA and NSWGFA rules with regards to Sggeci
,Sizes and Bag Limits and Captured fish must lsa¥BGFC Capture certificate signed by the Weighstieta
from the Port where Fish Captured included for sigbian. Tag cards and Certificates need only beesged by
another club member.

Please remember any eligible Game Fish Species Tadgpr Captured anywhere or anytime is considered

for points in our Club so submit all Tags and Siged Capture certificates to me to make all fish counno
matter where or when Captured or Tagged.
